The d l s t r l c t  1s under lam by a p a r t l y  unroofed b a t h o l i t h  

of d i o r i t e  of the  Coast i n t r u s i v e s  i n  which a r e  exposed many 
l a r g e  and small roof pendants of limestone and volcanics  of 
the  Vancouver group. Three we l l  exposed, p a r t l y  developed 
magnetite deposi ts ,  t h e  Conqueror-Daniel (Bugaboo), the  Sirdar 
and L i t t l e  Bobs-Baden Powell, occur i n  and along t h e  southwest 
s i d e  of Bugaboo creek with a length  of about a m i l e .  

On t h e  Conqueror showing a s o l i d  body of magnetite about 
35 f e e t  high i s  exposed i n  t h e  canyon of Bugaboo creek, over 
which t h e  creek forms a water f a l l .  The magnetite l ies  i n  the 
contact  zone of the  f i n e  grained d i o r i t e  with t h e  limestone. 
Both t h e  Conqueror and Daniel a r e  r e l a t i v e l y  high-grade ore- 
bodies. Some sulphur i s  present  i n  the  form of p y r i t e  and 
pyr rho t i t e ,  but  o ther  impur i t ies  are neg l ig ib le .  

On t h e  S i rda r  showing t h e  magnetite outcrops along the  
face  and brow of a r idge  on t h e  southwest s i d e  of t h e  creek 
f o r  about 160 f e e t .  The magnetite occurs a s  a massive deposit  
almost completely surrounded by quar tz  d i o r i t e  porphyri te  and 
appears t o  be an  almost complete replacement of a th ick ,  
l e n t i c u l a r  mass of limestone caught up i n  the  main i n t r u s i v e

HISTORY OF EXPLORATION AND DEVELOPMENT 
HISTORIQUE DE L'EXPLORATION ET DE LA MISE EN VALEUR 

The property i s  located on Bugaboo Creek, a southeas ter ly  
flowing t r i b u t a r y  of Gordon River, about 10 m i l e s  nor th  of Por t  
Renfrew. The Conqueror showing was o r i g i n a l l y  staked by R. 
E l l i o t  of Por t  Renfrew i n  1898 but  t h e  claims lapsed and four  
of them were re located  a s  t h e  Conqueror group i n  1899 and Crown- 
granted i n  1905. This new group, which a l s o  covered t h e  Daniel 
showing, was owned by Messrs. McGregor, Cathcart & P a r s e l l .  The 
development work, ca r r i ed  out  during t h e  period 1900-1907, 
consis ted  of two open-cuts, and a tunnel  1 4  f e e t  long, i n  s o l i d  
magnetite, dr iven from a point  8 f e e t  above the  creek. 

The Si rdar ,  L i t t l e  Bobs, and Baden Powell showings were

staked in.1900 by t h e  Kirkpatr ick brothers  and J. Williams. I n  
1902 t h e  property was bonded t o  an  English syndicate represented 
by H. Newton. Several years l a t e r  the  property was bonded t o  
the  Gordon River I ron  Ore Co. The p r i n c i p a l  open cu t t ing  and 
the  d r iv ing  of the  tunnels  was done between 1900 and 1907. The 
S i rda r  was developed by two shallow trench-l ike open c u t s  a s  
wel l  a s  some s t r ipp ing  and a tunnel  103 f e e t  long crosscut t ing  
the  deposi t ,  commencing a t  the  lower edge of t h e  magnetite and 
a t t a i n i n g  a v e r t i c a l  depth of 53 f e e t  a t  t h e  face.  On t h e  
L i t t l e  Bobs-Baden Powell showing two tunnels  were dr iven 50 f e e t  
apar t  v e r t i c a l l y ,  t h e  one almost d i r e c t l y  below the  o the r ,  and 
a number of shallow open-cuts and s t r ipp ing .  The upper tunnel  
is  i n  108 f e e t ,  t h e  lower 114 f e e t .  

No f u r t h e r  work was done on the  property u n t i l  1959 when 
Noranda Exploration Co. Ltd. optioned 7 Crown-granted claims 
and f r a c t i o n s  from H.W. Cathcart of Vic to r ia  covering t h e  
Conqueror and Daniel showings. A 100 foo t  g r i d  survey, a s  w e l l  
a s  d ip  needle and magnetometer surveys were completed. 2,889 
f e e t  of diamond d r i l l i n g  i n  1 3  holes was completed on the  
Daniel claim and 3,700 f e e t  of diamond d r i l l i n g  i n  15  holes on 
the  Conqueror. I n  1960 an add i t iona l  6,200 f e e t  of diamond 
d r i l l i n g  was done i n  22 holes.  The r e s u l t s  of t h i s  diamond 
d r i l l i n g  have not  been made known. Reserves w e r e  estimated 
(Young & Uglow, 1926) a t  55,300 tons proven and 87,525 tons 
probable ore.  
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body. The magnet i te  i s  hard  and dense and con ta ins  consider-  
a b l e  p y r i t e  as d isseminat ions  and i n  v e i n l e t s .  

On t h e  L i t t l e  Bobs-Baden Powell showing t h e  magnet i te  out-  
c rops  f o r  350 f e e t  a long  t h e  f l a n k  of a r i d g e  on t h e  southwest 
s i d e  of t h e  creek.  The upper con tac t  i s  a g a i n s t  q u a r t z  d i o r i t e ;  
t h e  d i p  of t h e  c o n t a c t  i s  50 degrees i n t o  t h e  h i l l  o r  t o  t h e  
southwest. The c e n t r a l  p a r t  o f  t h e  orebody i s  high-grade magne-- 
t i t e ;  t h e  o u t e r  edges a r e  mixed w i t h  metamorphosed rock and 
impregnated w i t h  p y r i t e .  
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
