On t h e  Roddick claim a porphyry dyke, 25 f e e t  wide, and con- 
t a i n i n g  numerous s m a l l  qua r t z  s t r i n g e r s ,  c u t s  t h e  s l a t e s .  An 
open-cut a few f e e t  from t h e  dyke exposes t o  view a p a r a l l e l  
s e r i e s  of s h o r t  bunchy l enses  of q u a r t z ,  % inch  t o  4 inches  
wide, included i n  t h e  s l a t e s .  Gold, a s soc i a t ed  wi th  i r o n  
oxide ,  occurs  i n  pockets  wi th  t h e  q u a r t z ,  and some remarkably 
r i c h  specimens have been found.

The Montrose c la im 
ad jo ins  t o  t h e  northwest .  

On Siwash Creek, a s  has  been t h e  case  elsewhere,  
p l a c e r  miners who had been washing s t ream g rave l s  f o r  
gold found gold-bearing lode  depos i t s .  The Roddick 
claim, t h e  Discovery claim of t h e  Siwash Creek a r e a ,  
was loca t ed  i n  about 1890 by J.P. Roddick and a s soc i a t e s .  
Underground exp lo ra t ion  was c a r r i e d '  o u t  i n  s e v e r a l  
a d i t s .  The Roddick claim (Lot 78) was Crown-granted t o  
M r .  Roddick i n  1895.
