DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSIT 
This properky i s  underlain by volcanics, s r g i l l i t e s  and 

chert of the Brgusson Series, which are  intruded by f e l s i t e  
dykes, i r reguls r  masses of gabbro and ul t rabasic  dykes now 
highly al tered t o  rusty e rbonate-s i l ica  masses. In  the Con- 
gress workings, lnineral deposits oornprise both vein and replace- 
ment bodies, and follow a shear s t r ik ing  north 38O eas t  and 
dipping 45O t o  50° northwest. The vein deposits a re  mostly a 
few inches or l e s s  in width, a re  discontinuous, and a re  composei 
mainly of s t ibn i t e  and associated vein quarts. The principal 
values a re  i n  gold which is associated with bodies of replaoed 
greensstone. Some cinnabar a l so  oceurs. Early work on the Lou 
zone indicated widths up to  39' and an indicated length of 
1,000 ' . Disseminated pyri te ,  massive s t ibni te ,  arsenopyrite anc 
te t rahedri te  occur i n  narrow quartz veins within the zone,

HISTORY OF EXPLORATION AND DEVELOPMENT 
TUs property covers an area lying f o r  the most par t  

north of the Hurley River, centered around the Congress 
Mine, a t  the julzotioa of Gun Creek. 

The Congress Group was or iginal ly  known as the St ibni te  
property consisting of the S t ibni te  80s. 1 t o  4 claims 
( b t s  7236 t o  7239). It was first located by Em J. Taylor 
and J. Shuster and relocated i n  1915 by C.H. Allaa and 
associates. The property was again relocated i n  1929 by T. 
Turner and known a s  Turner's C l a i m s ,  I n  1934 Congress Gold 
Nines Ltd. acquired the property and increased i ts  holdiags 
t o  twenty-one claims and fract ions (Lots 7236 t o  7255 and 
66181, a l l  Crom-granted i n  1936. They were the first t o  
start important underground work and continued development 
u n t i l  1938. I n  1940 the northern portion of the property 
was leased t o  P. Shults and E. Lorntzsen. This option was 
relinquished a f t e r  only a few months and nothing more was 
done u n t i l  1945 when the company i t s e l f  resumed underground 
development. En 1946 Sheep Creek Gold BQines Limited agreed 
t o  provide funds f o r  development work, however the amee- 
ment was terminated and operations suspended i n  February 
1947. 

Workings of tlze, Congress mine included f ive  levels ,  
three of which are adit levels. lo. 1 level i s  a drift 
extending about 425 f e e t  northeasterly from the por0al. 
Adit l eve ls  Nos. 2 and 3, located 175 and 310 fea t ,  respec- 
tively, beneath adit No. 1, a r e  c ~ o s s c u t s  311 and 768 fee t  
i n  length. Drif ts  on these two leve ls  a re  450 and 650 fee t  
long, respectively, and are  connected t o  the No. 1 level  by 
a raise.  A two-compartaent incl ine shaft  on the th i rd  level 
sxtends beneath tha t  level  t o  a slope depth of 430 feet .  In 
the shaft ,  two levels ,  Bos. 4 and 5, were established and a 
s ta t ion cut f o r  the s ix th  level. ID addition t o  these main 
workings, considerable surface and near surface work has 
been done at a number of places on the property. 

In  the autumn of 1959 a new vein, the Howard, was ex- 
posed i n  a rock cut on the New Bridge River road a t  a point 
3,000 feet west of the Congress mine. The Ace Nining

Eight vein zones had been recognized to 1987. A new vein 
found in 1988 is located about 800 feet west of and parallel 
to the Howard vein. The upper Howard zone and Lou. stibnite zone 
both occur within Upper ~riassic Pioneer Formation pillow lavas 
and are spatially associated with ~ertiary feldspar porphyry 
pulaskite dykes. '-Minkralization is localized on stratigraphic 
or intrusive contacts complicated by three episodes of faulting. 
The resulting ore shoots are steeply plunging pods within 
broader zones of alteration.

Their holdings consisted of 
forty-seven mineral claims, t en  mineral l eases  and forty- 
four  Crown-granted mineral olairns extending from the north 
end of' Carpenter W e  t o  four miles west of the  junction 
of Gun Creek. I n  Beember 1959 the property was optioned 
t o  Bralorne Pioneer Pines Limited. Trenching of the Roward 
vein at in t e rva l s  f o r  a length of 800 f e e t ,  has since been 
carr ied out. Assays show vein on surface t o  average 0.42 
oz. of gold/ton over a width of 6.2 f ee t .  During the  
summer of 1960 the vein was dr i f t ed  on f o r  500 fee t .

Other veins have been found on the property, and one 
of these,  the  Bluff vein, i n  1961 was traced a t  i n t e rva l s  
f o r  800 feet .  The average grade from 30 points  sampled 
is  indicated at O.QJ~OZ* of gold and 0.96 05, of s i l v e r  per 
ton, and 2.84% antimon;~, across an average width of 3.5 
fee t .  

Bralorna continued the exploration work through 1961 
and 1962. Str ipping was done on the Bluff vein and on the 
newly discoverad Paul vein. On the  Congress Hangingwall 
vein, 729 f e e t  of d r i f t i ng ,  81 feet of ra is ing,  and diamond 
d r i l l i n g  t o t a l l i n g  2,880 f e e t  i n  11 holes was car r ied  out. 
This work indicated an ore shoot 165 feet long, averaging 
5.3 f e e t  i n  width, with average values of 0.33 ounce gold 
per ton and 1.305 antimony. The option w a s  subsequently 
dropped. 

Ace Mining reached an option agreement with Rapock 
l i n e s  m i t a d  and Netal Mines Limited f o r  fur ther  explora- 
t i o n  work. During 1964-65 the  underground workings were 
remapped, trenching w a s  done on newly located rein struc- 
tures, and 1,493 feet of surface and 2,531 f e e t  of under- 
ground diamond d r i l l i n g  was ~ a r r i e d  out. This work was 
financed by Ace Bining and supervised by Rayrock and Metal 
l i n e s .  Addi t imal  work wets not recommended and the option 
was dropped. Ace Mining amslgamated with Avino Mines fitd. 
i n  August 1969 t o  farm Avino Nines & 8esourees Etd.
